Eco-friendly Vauban, lied in the southwest part of Germany, has everything－tree-lined streets, perfect houses－but it’s missing one urban feature of the last 100 years or so: the car. And Vauban residents(居民) don’t mind one bit. Vauban doesn’t ban cars entirely. Rather, it just tries to reduce the use of cars by creating “parking-free” and “car-free” living. In Vauban, parking spots are a no-no private property(私人财产). Cars can only be parked in public parking lots, so living without a car saves residents the cost of parking in the public lot. Cars also are prevented from using certain roads and must stick to strict speed limits. With these limitations, fewer than 20 percent of residents own cars. Without cars, bikes are almost religion in this small town. Kids pick them up even before they can ride one. Vauban is about much more than just using two wheels instead of four. In Vauban , residents ride bikes and even receive money from the electric company for selling electricity back to the power grid (电网系统). It’s an environmentally-friendly city of the future, with organically grown food, renewable energy, and carbon-neutral homes. And now, with a population of 5,500, it’s attracting attention from around the world. Can an eco-friendly city like Vauban be a model for Americans to stop their over-reliance on the cars?

Sometimes when I watch a news report what’s in the back of my mind is what isn’t being reported or stressed. While this eco-friendly city is inspiring in that it shows residents getting exercise and fresh air through the majority use of bicycles, as well as good old fashioned walking, common sense would tell you that even for a place like Vauban, Germany, it owes its existence to the cars.

Do you think that bicycles were able to transport all the construction materials that were needed to build and maintain the eco-friendly homes and businesses in Vauban? It took cars to help build this utopia. It’s one of the paradoxes of life that sometimes in order to get away from relying on something like the car, you actually have to rely on that very thing at the beginning and into the foreseeable future to some degree.

   I myself haven’t owned a car for more than 14 years, and mostly get around town running, walking, or using public transportation. There are times I wish I had one, since it would make many things easier, but overall I’m glad not to have to deal with the headaches of owning a car, which caused me to get rid of it in the first place. And all the walking and running has helped to keep me fit and healthy.

   To get even close to being like eco-friendly Vauban, Americans will need to absolutely change the way they live. Commuting( 乘车上下班) patterns will have to change, public transportation will have to be invested in, and so on. And though ending our love affair with the car will be impossible during my lifetime, we may at least start to see more Vauban-like areas in the USA.

    We can hope that Americans will consider using their feet more to get around, cutting down on pollution , and giving themselves some more exercise.

A mailbox near the Bund became an overnight landmark after appearing in a pop star’s social network. Lu Han has made an average, lifeless object a treasure worth seeking. The singer posted “I was here; see you tomorrow” and there they came as a 300-meter line full of star-struck teens was seen waiting to follow in Lu Han’s footsteps.

I grew up with Eminem and Oasis playing on the radio and influencing a whole generation. I understand all too well how a teenager can feel about a handsome, Korean boy band member from China. However, I think the effort made by Lu Han’s fans in this case is silly and immature. It’s also not clear how taking a picture next to a mailbox is going to make life any easier or your desired goals more achievable. This explains why fans should be careful about what they copy about the people they idolize. Clothes, haircuts, accessories (配饰) and places frequented by stars are subject to (受……影响的) change over time. This is why, if I had to choose an idol’s actions to follow, I think diligence would be more beneficial for both myself and those around me.

This also brings up the question: Do all celebrities deserve to be idolized? Or, even more importantly, are some actions more worthy of being followed than others? Take Kobe Bryant for example. He is arguably one of the best to ever play basketball, and it was his body that gave out before his passion did. Bryant was famous for his work ethic  and constant striving for self-improvement. I don’t mean everything about Kobe is worth copying, but if we draw a comparison between the basketball star and Lu Han, I don’t think it’s hard to see who the real inspiration is.

In the words of my dad, “If Eminem jumped off a bridge, would you do it, too?” My answer was “no” and I hope teenagers learn more from their idols than dressing like you just survived a train crash or queuing all night to take a photo next to a mailbox. It’s great to have idols but not everything they do or think is worth repeating.

Milk, long considered Mother Nature’s perfect food, no longer seems perfect. When Paul Robert, 62, of Almere, a city near Amsterdam, was in elementary school, he wore a special badge(徽章) on his coat to show that he was a member of the Milk Brigrade. That meant that he drank three glasses of milk each day.      
This was just one advertising campaign created by the Dairy Bureau, an organization of dairy farmers in the Netherlands Robert remembers from childhood. In 1957, schools promotes the Milk Brigade, and the government funded “school milk.” In 1965, the Dairy Bureau introduced milk-loving cartoon character Jorio Driepinter (GeorgeThree-pint). “Drinking milk made him a superhero who could lift elephants,” Robert says. “Anyone in the Netherlands who is over 40 grew up believing that milk is healthy and necessary.”

A badge and the possibility of superhuman strength didn’t make Robert a lifelong milk-drinker. “I stopped drinking milk ages ago, just because I didn’t like it anymore,” he says, “No idea why. It was not a conscious process.” Decades ago, cow’s milk was praised as one of the healthiest beverages available, superior to coffee, juice and fizzy drinks. But over time milk has fallen from grace. In the 1950s, Swedes drank, on average, nearly two and a half glasses of milk a day. We’re now down to less than one glass,” says Dr.Karl Michaalsson, a university professor. Sales 

have dropped across Europe— by 20 percent over the past decade in Sweden, and by about 30 

percent over the past 15 years in the United Kingdom.  Finland has the world’s second highest milk consumption(behind Ireland ), at 122 litres per capita per year, but that’s down 19 percent, compared to 20 years ago.  

While the consumption of liquid milk products has fallen, the consumption of cheese has increased rapidly, says Johana Makela, a professor of food culture at the University of Helsinki. “ It could be said that milk is still consumed a lot , but the form and the products made out of it  have changed.”

Earthquakes are among the most harmful natural disasters. Earthquakes cannot be predicted, but your chances of survival are much better if you prepare in advance and you know what to do when an earthquake strikes.

Firstly, you need to get something ready. In the event of an emergency, many services like electricity and water may become unavailable. To ensure your survival, besides food and water, you will need the following emergency supplies: flashlights, blankets, money and so on.

Secondly, you should know what to do. When an earthquake happens, drop to the ground, find cover and hold on. If you’re indoors, stay there and find shelter under a strong table. You should also stay clear of windows and outer walls. Don’t use lifts as there’s a risk you’ll become trapped. If you’re in a crowded area, don’t rush towards the doors as there’s a risk of injury. If you’re outside, be aware of falling pieces and stay clear of buildings, overhead structures, walls, power lines and trees. If you’re in a car, stop in an open area until the shaking stops. Check your ABC Radio station, or the ABC Emergency Twitter pages for warnings before moving. Be aware of damaged roads and bridges.
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
