    Bob Dylan，the 75-year-old rock legend received the Nobel Prize for having created new poetic expressions within the great American song tradition．Sara Danius，permanent secretary of the Swedish Academy，said Dylan had been chosen because he was a great poet in the English speaking tradition．
    Dylan，born on May 24，1941 is an American songwriter，singer，artist，and writer．He has been influential in popular music and culture for more than five decades．Much of his most celebrated work dates from the 1960s．Early songs such as Tangled up in Blue，Blowing in theWind and The Times Are  a-Changing became anthems for the American civil fights and anti-war movements．Leaving behind his initial base in the American folk music reviva1(复兴)，his six-minute single Like a Rolling Stone，recorded in 1965，enlarged the range of popular music．
    Dylan’s lyrics incorporate a wide range of political，social，philosophical，and literary features．His recording career，spanning more than 50 years，has explored the traditions in American song—from folk，blues，and country to rock and roll，and rockabilly to English，Scottish，and Irish folk music，embracing even jazz and the Great American Songbook. Dylan performs with guitar, keyboards，and harmonica．Backed by a changing lineup of musicians，he has toured steadily since the late 1980s on what has been called the Never Ending Tour．His accomplishments as a recording artist and performer have been central to his career，but songwriting is considered his greatest contribution．
    Since 1994，Dylan has published six books of drawings and paintings，and his work has been exhibited in major art galleries．As a musician，Dylan has sold more than 100 million records，making him one of the best—selling artists of all time．He has also received numerous awards including eleven Grammy Awards，a Golden Globe Award，and an Academy Award．In May 2012，Dylan received the Presidential Medal of Freedom from President Obama．

    An 18-year-old girl Anna Meier from Austria is taking her parents to court for posting over 500 photos of her on Facebook since 2009，without her permission．
    Anna has apparently become fed up with her parents' refusal to take down the embarrassing photos of her at an early age，and is now seeking justice in court．She told the magazine that evil though she was 11 years old when her parents started sharing her photos with several hundreds of Facebook friends，they went as far as to post pictures of her as a baby，without ever asking if it was alright with her．“They knew no shame and no limit—and didn’t care whether it was a picture of me sitting on the toilet or lying naked in my bed—every stage was photographed and then made public，”the girl said．
    The girl added that she was only able to see the photos posted on Facebook by her parents  when she was 14，after setting up her own account on it．Again and again，Anna asked her parents to remove the photos of her immediately，but they refused．Angry and upset，she felt that she had no other way but to take them to court，which she did as soon as she turned 18，this year．“I'm tired of not being taken seriously by my parents，”she said．
    Anna’s lawyer claims they have a good chance of winning the case in court，if it can be  proven that the images have violated her rights to a personal life．But，based on similar cases and according to Austrian privacy laws，if the parents lose，they may be forced to pay their daughter a fine of € 3,000 to €10，000．
    But Anna's parents，however，see nothing wrong with posting baby photos of her．“I consider it my right to publish these photos，”her father said.“We have posted no more photos of our daughter since she stopped allowing us to photograph her．We also have baby photos of her that can only be seen by a limited group of 700 Facebook friends．”

   Inside a secured room in a beautiful castle near Paris, a small metal cylinder (圆柱体) rests on a shelf beneath a double set of bell jars. It has lain there for more than a century, its rest only occasionally disturbed when the room’s three key holders perform a coordinated opening ceremony to let technicians enter and clean this precious piece of metal. 
    First, the cylinder is rubbed with a piece of soft, alcohol-soaked cloth. Then it is steamed with pure water. Finally, the 1kg cylinder is returned, carefully, to its resting place.

    Such attention to a lump of metal is unusual, but has a purpose. The castle houses the International Bureau of Weights and Measures and that piece of shining, circular metal is its holiest relic. It is the defining mass (质量) against which all other kilograms are measured. This is the international prototype, or standard, of the kilogram. The IPK, in short.

    Dozens of carefully weighted copies of the original have been made. They are stored around the world and used to standardize individual nations’ weights and measures systems. 

    But the days of the IPK, in its current form, are numbered. The International Bureau of Weights and Measures has decided to replace this single physical specimen with a more fundamental measurement – based on electric current – in order to define the mass of an object. The king of kilograms is about to be dethroned.

    “One key reason for doing this work is to provide international security,” says Bureau spokesman Paul Robinson. “If the castle burned down tomorrow and the kilogram was destroyed, we would have no reference left for the world’s metric weights system. There would be chaos. The current definition of the kilogram is the weight of that cylinder in Paris, after all.”

    Another major motivation for the replacement of the IPK is the growing need to be able to carry out more and more precise measurements. “Drug companies will soon be wanting to use ingredients that will have to be measured in terms of a few millionths or even billionths of a gram,” says Robinson. “We need to be prepared to weigh substances with that kind of accuracy.”

25. A 细节理解题 第二段最后一句“Like a Rolling Stone… enlarged the range of popular music.” Bob Dylan1965年录制的Like a Rolling Stone 扩大了流行音乐的范围。
26. C 词义猜测题 根据上下文意可知：鲍勃·迪伦的歌词涉猎面广，具有政治、社会和文学特征，充满了哲理性。由此可推断出该词的含义。
27. D 细节理解题 根据第三段最后一句可得出答案。在他的职业生涯成就中，舞台演出是核心，但是歌曲创作占最大的分量。

Passage C

导读：文章谈到一个18岁女孩因为父母将她的幼年隐私照片上传朋友圈而引起矛盾，进而引发诉讼的故事。
28. B细节理解题 根据文章内容，Anna的父母从2009年开始上传图片到脸书，但Anna并不知晓，因此不是A和D项。他们认为把自己孩子的生活照传到网络，并且是在私人空间和朋友们分享，无关紧要，并不感到自己的行为很无耻，因此C项也被排除。正确选项为B。
29. B 细节理解题 从14岁起，Anna就发现了父母往脸书上传她的照片，因此她要求父母删除，但父母始终对她的要求置之不理，以至于她忍无可忍决定诉诸法律。但文章并未提及她在别的时间与父母关系紧张的情况，也未提到脸书上父母的好友们有任何评论，因此排除C、D两项。选项A只是引起她反感的部分原因。正确答案为B。
30. A 细节理解题 文章第四段提到，假如他父母败诉，将受到3000至10000欧元的罚款，因此“至少”（at least）3000欧元。因此正确答案为A。
31. C 推理判断题 就目前尚未开庭的情况看，Anna已经从家里搬出来和朋友租房子住，因此她和父母之间关系紧张，因此选C。A项（Anna一定会胜诉）和D项（作者支持Anna起诉她的父母）均没有从文中找到足够的依据。B项也与事实不符。
Passage D

导读：文章以爱知县和日本的交通状况为线索，谈到政府和一些汽车企业为降低因使用手机带来的交通事故而发明的一种新设备。
32. D 词义推断题 从文章前两段可知，这里的wheel指的是方向盘，即让司机全神贯注于驾驶。
33. A 细节理解题 从文章第二段可知，在日本去年的交通事故中，有50101起事故因使用手机而引起的，驾驶员因此被捕。B项：零事故率远未实现；C项：爱知县事故率一直高居全日本榜首；D项：文中数字443691指的是事故次数，不是死亡或受伤的人数。
34. B 细节理解题 发明这个装置就是为了不让司机在驾驶过程中使用手机，因此选A。B项：这个项目是由几家从事不同行业的公司联合发起的，不全是汽车制造商；C项：确定行驶距离的是手机上的GPS定位系统；D项：由文章第三段可知，使用时必须手机朝下（facing down）。
35. B 主旨大意题 本文的核心就是介绍这个装置的发明和使用，因此选B。其余三项都不是文章核心内容。
完形填空
41. B 根据设空处后面的内容可知，作者一点都不高兴，像是被送进了校长办公室。joy“喜悦”符合题意。故选B。
42. D 根据设空处前面的Joy was the last thing I felt.可知，作者并不高兴，说明这时候作者的感受就像被叫到校长办公室训话一样。sent“被送往”符合题意。故选D。
43. C 根据设空处前面的I reached the piano and climbed onto the bench可知，作者准备弹琴，这时候是用手指触摸着琴键。keys“键”符合题意。故选C。
44. A 结合生活常识可知，应该是用手指弹钢琴。finger“手指”符合题意。故选A。
45. D 根据上文中的There was no sound可知，作者弹第一个音符的时候，没有任何声音。唯一发出的声音非常难听，并很快掺杂了作者的啜泣声。sounds“声音”符合题意。故选D。
46. C 根据设空处后面的sobs可知，作者由于演奏不成功，发出了令人同情的啜泣声。pitiful“令人同情的，可怜的”符合题意。故选C。 
47. A 根据下文中的She hugged me可知，作者的妈妈张开双臂拥抱作者。open arms符合题意。故选A。
48. D 根据上文内容可知，作者演奏失败，内心非常难过，是一路上哭着回家的。cried“哭”符合题意。故选D。 
49. B 结合生活常识，作者的妈妈为了和作者达成“齐眼高度” 而“弯下腰”。所以bent down是最合适的答案。根据常识，家长和孩子谈话很少“躺着”，所以A项不合适。
50. C 根据第一段中的How can I play Ode to Joy可知，今天晚上作者本来需要做的事情是钢琴演奏，但没有演奏。play“演奏”符合题意。故选C。
51. D 根据设空处后面的onto her lap可知，妈妈坐下后把我抱到了她的腿上。lifted“提，举”符合题意。故选D。A项dragged意思是“拉，拽”，显然不符合题意。
52. A 根据倒数第一段中的The hard part was trying.可知，在妈妈看来，作者最重要的就是努力过了。tried“努力，尝试”符合题意。故选A。
53. B 根据上文可知，妈妈在对作者演奏失败这件事情上是非常理解和支持作者的并及时地安慰了作者，使作者深感自己比世界上的任何人都备受疼爱。loved“爱”符合题意。故选B。
54. C 根据上下文可知，作者的妈妈告诉了作者弹琴失败的原因，可知是老师先打电话告诉了妈妈表演失败的原因。called“打来电话”符合题意。故选C。
55. A 根据设空处前面的electric可知，作者之所以没能成功地弹奏钢琴，就是因为当时钢琴没有打开电源开关。switch on“开启”符合题意。故选A。
56. D 根据上文可知，作者知道了自己演奏失败的原因是学校方面的错误而不是自己的失误，所以感觉如释重负。relief“（痛苦、忧虑等的）减轻或解除”符合题意。故选D。
57. B 根据第一段中的I’m very proud of you和前后句内容可知，再一次坐下来弹奏的时候，母亲为作者感到骄傲和自豪，因此眼睛里闪耀着骄傲的光芒。所以pride符合题意。故选B。
58. C 根据设空处后面的the hall with its sweet sound可知，美妙的音乐充满了整个大厅。filled“充满，遍布”符合题意。故选C。
59. A 根据上下文可知，美妙的音乐仿佛一路升高到了天堂的天使那里。固定搭配all the way意思是“一路上”，way“路”符合题意。故选A。
60. B 根据设空处后面的she taught me可知，这里指的是妈妈教给我的那一课。lesson“课,教训”符合题意。故选B。
