Antoinette "Toni" Harris is making history, on the field and off.

The 22-year-old student from East Los Angeles College has become the first woman to be offered a full football scholarship. Harris, who at present serves as a defensive back for her school's team in California, has signed a letter with the intention of playing for Central Methodist University in Missouri, making her one of just a handful of women to be offered a scholarship to play a sport historically mainly for men.

“I had a coach who told me before that I would never get to the next level because I was a lot smaller and not as fast as the boys, so that moment taught me to never give up,” Harris tells CNN.

In fact, compared to what she's been fighting off the field, facing sex discrimination(性别歧视)in the sport doesn't seem like such a big conundrum for Harris.

The athlete was diagnosed(诊断)with ovarian cancer when she was 18. She felt better two years ago, yet not before losing half her body weight and having her dream of playing at the professional level nearly destroyed.

“I always try to push myself every single day to let me go as far as I want to go,” she explains.

During last month's Super Bowl, Harris appeared in a Toyota commercial(商业广告). In it, she worked on the field, fighting against players twice her size, lifting tires in the air, racing against the clock, as a voiceover(画外音)listed all of the things people had told the young star she couldn't do. It's inspiring, but for Harris, the attention she's receiving after making history is just more motivation to perform well.

“In the end, you’ve got to push yourself," Harris says. “I’m going to focus on my goals. My final goal is to be excellent at a four-year university and become the first female NFL(National Football League) player. I know I can get there.”

Many of us know about Russia's Lake Baikal from our textbooks, or by listening to Chinese singer Li Jian's hit song, Lie Baikal. But over the years, the world's deepest freshwater lake has been in the spotlight for an extreme sport.

Each March, about 150 people from around the world sign up for the Baikal Ice Marathon. The 26-mile(41.84 kilometers)journey starts on the lake's pastern shore. In March, the ice is a meter thick and iron-hard. Runners cross this frozen surface, finishing on the western side of the lake.

It's believed that Lake Baikal's beauty is incomparable. Known as the “blue eye of Siberia", Lake Baikal has particularly clear waters. This means that its ice is almost perfectly transparent(透明的). Seen from above, a runner on the ice looks as if he or she were jogging through space.

The scenery might be beautiful, but strong winds blast(侵袭)across the lake and frostbite can occur within half an hour. Runners say the cold climate is what draws them and that running in such condition is a test of their limits.

"When you are in such an environment, you don't have cars around you, and you don't have the noise around. I think these extreme races push you to be alone.” Alicja Barahona, a 64-year-old runner from the US said.

The place offers some strange and unique characteristics for this marathon. The finishing line is visible(可见的)from the start, but the endless white offers no progress markers. Tourists crowding the ice are mostly addicted to snapping selfies(自拍)and just ignore the runners.

For runners, the absence of spectators(观众)makes the race more challenging, because it's lonely. They must fight with themselves. “You are alone on Baikal. It is your race. You are alone with yourself. All you need to do is to defeat yourself.” Veronique Messina, a French runner, told the Telegraph.

Robots performing tasks according to a predetermined set of instructions are nothing new. But robots able to learn how to cook by watching videos arc completely different. A group of researchers at the University of Maryland are looking for the approach.

I f you have posted a video of your favorite recipe on the popular website YouTube, chances are that it will be used by a robot. University of Maryland professor Hyannis Alimonies, leader of the group, said, "There exists a large amount of video information on the Internet that our robots can make use of.”
"At present, the videos are fed electronically,” said research scientist Cornelia Ferule, “At first, we took our own videos, our cameras looking at us doing the cooking,” she explained. "And, as the robot advanced, it reacted to good quality videos. And it will react to even lower quality home-made videos.”

So far, the robot named Julia can make a simple salad by breaking each task into basic parts, such as grasping a spoon, bringing it to the bowl, stirring(搅拌)the salad and observing the results.

But a robot is taught to understand a video though it can easily follow a fixed program. Alimonies believes predetermined instructions lack flexibility. “You have a system that is done just for this particular task. And so, it can't generalize,” Alimonies said. "You cannot take it and put it into different environments. It is not flexible.”
He thinks one of the problems is how to make the robot understand and use what it learns during a certain task, the so-called feedback(反馈). Another problem, he says, will be the introduction of language.

"I believe it will take quite some time before the robots are able to understand metaphorical(比喻的)language," he added. "Pit," he said, "we don't need that to create a new world where the robots will be working for us.”
