It's raining microchips. One day, they could float gently through the air while gathering environmental data, land on the ground and then disappear when their work is done. That's the future a team of engineers see for what they're calling“microflier”, a tiny winged microchip with designs inspired by nature. 
The accomplishment belongs to a team of scientists at the Northwestern University in Illinois, who developed the microflier, a flying microchip that spins like a helicopter. It is the size of a grain of sand but with small wings and an aerodynamic（气体力学的） design that allows it to fall in a controlled manner thanks to its barely visible propellers. The engineers used nature's “manual” to get their inspiration for the microflier, analyzing the behavior of various types of wind-spread seeds. 
How does that work? Instead of using a motor or engine, the tiny flying microchip uses the power of the wind to catch a flight, spinning through the ground at low speed. It is a stable flight, and the microflier can stay in the air for a long time, which is why it could prove to be useful for a variety of applications. 
While nature has designed seeds with very sophisticated aerodynamics, the Northwestern team claims its microflier is better, as it is even smaller and its structure allows it to fall with more stable paths and at slower speeds than equivalent（等同的）seeds from plants or trees. 
The engineers built the flying structure to be used for purposes such as population monitoring, pollution monitoring, disease tracking and so on. And while this might look like a simple, limited device right now, researchers see its potential for becoming a highly functional electronic device. The microflier can be equippedwith really sophisticated technology, such as tiny sensors, antennas（天线） for wireless communication, or embedded（嵌入的）memory for data storage.

Bluebird Man is a documentary film about bluebird conservation and citizen science. The film focuses on the efforts of 91-year-old Alfred Larson, who has been monitoring and maintaining over 300 nestboxes for bluebirds in Idaho for 35 years. 
Bluebirds across North America faced sharp declines during the 1950s, 60s and 70s due in part to increased competition for available nesting cavities（洞）. As a secondary cavity nester, bluebirds rely on tree cavities to build their nests and introduced species such as European Starlings and House Sparrows often beat bluebirds for these nesting cavities. 
In 1978 a group of concerned scientists and bluebird lovers established the North American Bluebird Society. By launching a campaign designed to encourage citizens from all walks of life to put up nestboxes specifically designed for bluebirds, this organization has played an important role in the bluebird's recovery. Today the bluebird population is at close to historic levels all across North America. 
Alfred Larson was one of the first citizen scientists to take up the North American Bluebird Society call to action back in 1978. Alfred was nearing retirement and was inspired to return to the Owyhee Mountains where he spent much of his childhood. In these remote mountains Alfred set up his first nestboxes for bluebirds. Thirty-five years later, at age 91, Alfred is still monitoring his bluebird boxes in the Owyhee Mountains. He monitors every stage of the breeding process from nest building, to egg laying, hatching, and finally the fledging（羽毛丰满）of the bluebird chicks. When the chicks reach a certain age, Alfred bands each one with a uniquely numbered federal aluminum leg band. Alfred has banded over 27, 000 bluebirds over the past 35 years. 
Bluebird Man records Alfred's continued efforts to conserve bluebirds throughout Southern Idaho regardless of his advancing age. Beautiful scenery and breathtaking footage（镜头）of all three species of bluebird create a powerful film that reveals the secret behind Alfred's longevity while providing inspiration for our next generation of citizen scientists.
