While studying the brains of teenagers, scientists have learned that when kids are around 18, their prefrontal cortex (前额皮层) is only halfway developed. That halfway development means that you still have things to learn and your brains still have time to develop until the age of 25.

Not everyone has a fortunate life where they have family that can provide support; there are situations where you are forced to become an"adult" whether you like it or not.

Getting rid of dirt , in the opinion of most people, is a good thing. However, there is nothing fixed about attitudes to dirt.
In the early 16th century, people thought that dirt on the skin was a means to block out disease, as medical opinion had it that washing off dirt with hot water could open up the skin and let ills in. Aparticular danger was thought to lie in public baths. By 1538, the French King had closed the bath houses in his kingdom. So did the King of England in 1546. Thus began a long time when the rich and the poor in Europe lived with dirt in a friendly way. Henry IV, King of France, was famously dirty.Upon learning that a nobleman had taken a bath, the King ordered that, to avoid the attack of disease,the nobleman should not go out.
Though the belief in the asset of dirt was long-lived, dirt has no longer been regarded as a nice neighbour ever since the 18th century. Scientifically speaking, cleaning away dirt is good to health.Clean water supply and hand washing are practical means of preventing disease. Yet, it seems that standards of cleanliness have moved beyond science since World War Ⅱ. Advertisements repeatedly sell the idea: clothes need to be whiter than white, cloths ever softer, surfaces to shine. Has the hate for dirt, however, gone too far?
